The "Let Freedom Ring" celebration
will be held at Independence National
Historical Park in the heart of the City
of Philadelphia.  For a number of rea-
sons it is a most fitting place for such a
celebration.  In addition to Indepen-
dence Hall, the park itself has been set
aside for peaceful reflection on the
events surrounding the birth of our na-
tion.  The park is also adjacent to the
consecrated grounds of Washington
Square.  Beneath the Square's towering
elms and sycamores (and its slate gray
slabs of recently restored flagstone paths)
rest the remains of men who made the
ultimate and complete sacrifice so that
independence could be a reality.  They

some power was pitted against
Philadelphia's mere colonial defenses.
During the gallant defense of Philadel-
phia, Washington Square became the fi-
nal resting place for those who died in
battle as well as those who languished,
and later succumbed after mortal
wounds or as prisoners of war.  Intrepid
and undaunted, they died never know-
ing that their defense of the city would
be remembered, or that an English Gen-
eral named Cornwallis would later sur-
render after an epic battle at Yorktown.
Nor could they know that, through their
gallant struggle a new (and experimen-
tal) democratic governing system would
survive as a lasting government "of, by,
and for the people" - a system which
would become the model for free insti-
tutions and emerging democracies in the
far-flung corners of the world.

On Thursday, April 19th, the Society spon-
sored the New Citizens Reception outside
the Ceremonial Court Room at
Philadelphia's Federal Court House where
30 new candidates from 18 countries were
welcomed and received into citizenship.

The Society provides packets  that contain
copies of the Constitution, the Declaration
of Independence, and the Bill of Rights.  A
leaflet is also provided about the American
Flag, its history and how to treat it, a de-
scription of voter rights and responsibili-
ties, and a small lapel flag, as well as gen-
eral tourist information about Philadelphia's
historic areas.  These are handed directly
to each new citizen just after they receive
their citizenship certificate from one of the
Federal Judges.  This ceremony's presiding
judge was the Honorable Franklin S. Van
Antwerpen.

The countries represented were  Canada,

the Dominican Republic, Gambia, Germany,
Haiti, India, Iran, Israel, Kampuchea, Ko-
rea, Liberia, Nigeria, Philippines, P.R. China,
Sierra Leon, Taiwan, Ukraine, and Vietnam.

flags.  Following the inspiring display of
colonial colors, the celebration will con-
tinue with the readings of the Declara-
tion of Independence and the 1963 Con-
current Congressional Resolution - the
latter urging the American people to
honor the "Let Freedom Ring" celebra-
tion.

The reading of our founding principles
will be followed by brief remarks about
the significance of Independence Day.
There will also be remarks from the
Mayor of Philadelphia and a succession
of distinguished guests.  At precisely 2:00
p.m. young descendants of the original
Signers of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence will, with gloved hands, lightly tap
the Liberty Bell, setting in motion a na-
tional cascade of bell ringing and patri-
otic celebrations.

The program will also include eighteenth-
century music, provided by at least two
different fife and drum corps, as well as
more contemporary pieces, with splen-
did soloists, marvelous choirs, and stir-
ring marching bands.  The celebration
will close with the haunting sound of bag-
pipes, the staccato burst of a cannon
fusillade from Washington Square, and
ending with the appropriately plaintime
sounding of taps (while low-flying mili-
tary aircraft offer their salute to
America's colonial heroes).

"Let Freedom Ring" is a marvelous op-
portunity for American mothers and fa-
thers to lead their young children - past
the impressions of the hoopla, hot dogs

brance designed to connect them to their
proud American heritage and the prin-
ciples for which it stands.  I hope all
Pennsylvanians - young and old - will join
the members of our Society and Sunoco
Welcome America, as sponsors of Wel-
come America 2001, in acknowledging
gratitude to those Colonial and Revolu-
tionary War heroes to whom we owe
not only our liberty, but also the basic
principles of our democratic heritage -
principles which still endure today. Near
the close of the ceremony, special honor
will be paid to the heroes of the Ameri-
can Revolutionary War who died here
by placing a wreath at the final restng
place at Washington Square.

At the close of the ceremony, we of the
Society will encourage each observer to
pause for a few minutes of personal trib-
ute at the grave site in Washington
Square. We will ask those in attendance
to read the historic inscriptions on the
monument and, with heartfelt thanks, re-
member those soldiers who fought for
and helped to win the freedom of our
nation - a nation that has become the
model, the arsenal, and staunch defender
of democracy throughout the world - a
nation which we and our children must
continue to revere and protect.

Benedict Arnold was the best general in the Conti-

nental Army!  "Without Arnold in the first three

years of the war," says historian George Neumann,

"we would probably have lost the Revolution." In

1776, he built a fleet and fought a bigger British

fleet to a standstill on  Lake Champlain. At Saratoga

in 1777, his brilliant battlefield leadership forced

the British army to surrender. The victory per-

suaded the French to join the war on the American

side.  Ironically, Arnold switched sides in 1780 partly

because he disapproved of the French alliance.

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What Happened To Them?

Have you ever wondered what hap-
pened to the 56 men who signed the
Declaration of Independence?

Five signers were captured by the Brit-
ish as traitors, and tortured before they
died.

Twelve had their homes ransacked and
burned. Two lost their sons serving in
the Revolutionary Army; another had
two sons captured.

Nine of the 56 fought and died from
wounds or hardships of the Revolution-
ary War.

They signed and they pledged their lives,
their fortunes, and their sacred honor.

What kind of men were they?

Twenty-four were lawyers and jurists.
Eleven were merchants, nine were
farmers and large plantation owners;
men of means, well educated. But they
signed the Declaration of Independence
knowing full well that the penalty would
be death if they were captured.

At the Battle of Yorktown, Thomas
Nelson Jr. noted that the British General
Cornwallis had taken over the Nelson
home for his headquarters.  He quietly
urged General George Washington to
open fire.  The home was destroyed, and
Nelson died bankrupt.

Francis Lewis had his home and prop-
erties destroyed.  The enemy jailed his
wife, and she died within a few months.

John Hart was driven from his wife's
bedside as she was dying. Their 13 chil-
dren fled for their lives.  His fields and
his gristmill were laid to waste.  For more

Thomas McKean was so hounded by the
British that he was forced to move his
family almost constantly.  He served in
the Congress without pay, and his fam-
ily was kept in hiding.  His possessions
were taken from him, and poverty was
his reward.

Vandals or soldiers looted the properties
of Ellery, Hall, Clymer, Walton, Gwinnett,
Heyward, Ruttledge, and Middleton.

than a year he lived in forests and caves,
returning home to find his wife dead and
his children vanished.  A few weeks later
he died from exhaustion and a broken
heart.

Norris and Livingston suffered similar
fates. Such were the stories and sacri-
fices of the American Revolution.  These
were not wild-eyed rabble-rousing ruf-
fians; they were soft-spoken men of
means and education.

They had security, but they valued lib-
erty more.  Standing tall, straight, and
unwavering, they pledged: "For the sup-

port of this declaration, with firm reli-
ance on the protection of the divine
providence, we mutually pledge to each
other, our lives, our fortunes, and our
sacred honor."

They gave you and me a free and inde-
pendent America.  The history books
never told you a lot about what happened
in the Revolutionary War. We didn't fight
just the British.

We were British subjects at the time and
we fought our own government! Some
of us take these liberties so much for
granted, but we shouldn't. So, take a few
minutes while enjoying your 4th of July
holiday and silently thank these patriots.
Remember, freedom is never free!

     cut in half and toasted) puffy about 40-45 minutes. Remove

1/2 C raisins from water bath and cool.     10 - 12

1/4 C melted butter servings.  Serve with vanilla sauce.

"Vanilla Sauce"

4 large egg yolks Place yolks in bowl and whisk until

1 C milk pale. Bring milk, cream and sugar to

1 C heavy cream a gentle boil in saucepan.  Gradually

1/4 C sugar whisk hot  milk mixture  into yolks

1 tbsp vanilla till blended. Return mixture to the

saucepan and cook while stirring un-

til slightly thickened about 2-4

minutes.  Strain into bowl and chill.
